I.O.OJO\ VACUUM PICKUP

2022 curbside vacuum pickup begins on
November 14. For collection of your leaves by
the vacuum truck in 2022:

Position the leaves you want collected to the
property edge as close to the curb as possible.

*Include ONLY leaves (no sticks or yard waste) in
the pile to be vacuumed - anything other than
leaves can clog and damage the equipment.

‘Do not place your leaves in the roadway or on
the sidewalk - they blow around, become slip
hazards when wet, and can clog storm drains and
cause flooding.

Do not block drains or pile around fire hydrants.

*A few days before the vacuum trucks will be in
your neighborhood, you will see yard signs near
the entrance or exit of your neighborhood and
you can access the interactive leaf pick-up map
at https://bton.in/wr!XI.
